To ClinicalKey Student users will have to login at www.clinicalkey.com/student/login while 

connected to the institutional network. 

 

Use federated access (e.g. 

OpenAthens) when you are off 

campus and choose “Login via your 

institution” (1) at login page. 

 

Users will be required to create an 

account at their first access by 

clicking the “Register here” link (2). 

Users already registered in other 

Elsevier products such as 

ScienceDirect, Scopus, Mendeley, 

Editorial Manager, etc. will be able 

to use the same credentials in 

ClinicalKey Student (3). 

 

A personal profile enables users to 

use the ClinicalKey Student 

Bookshelf with highlighting, note-

making, and bookmarking functionality, share notes/highlighting, export notes to OneNote 

and read aloud books and access them offline.
